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Taking inventory of your space

The first thing to do when establishing an organized space is to walk through your 
RV and take a full inventory of its contents. This means opening cabinets, drawers, 

closets, the fridge, and any other areas in your RV that store items. 

Make note of any area that needs to be organized. Any time you feel like a space is 

messy, things are falling out, or items do not have a proper home, write them down 

as areas that need to have a system created for them.

What does it mean to be organized?

In an organized RV, all your items have a designated space to 

return to after you are done using them.

 

The key to getting organized is to first understand your space and how 
you want it to work for you. Some people can easily create a system before 

adding anything in. Others may need to use their space a bit before implementing 

an organization system.

If you have a brand new RV and want to create a system before using it, you can 

skip to Step 2. If you’ve already been using your RV for some time, proceed by 

taking inventory of your space below. 



As you walk through your RV and take inventory of your space, 

it’s also important to note “drop spots.” These are areas where 

you tend to place keys, papers, mail, and other items. Where do 

you keep miscellaneous items?
